	stomach, liver, teeth, tongue, pancreas, intestine, esophagus
	break down of food and absorption for use as energy

	excretory
	kidneys, bladder, ureters, skin
	controls water and salt balance

	endocrine
	pituitary gland, adrenal gland, thyroid gland, gonads
	production of hormones and body regulation

	skeletal and muscular
	bones, muscles
	protection and movement

	7
	immune
	bone marrow, thymus, spleen, lymph nodes
	protects the body from infection, disease, illness

	reproductive
	female: ovaries, uterus, vagina

male: testes, seminal vesicles, penis
	allows the body to reproduce using sperm (male) and egg (female) sex cells.

	blood, blood vessels, heart, lymph
	transport of nutrients, metabolic wastes, water, salts, and disease fighting cells

	skin
	protection of body from injury and bacteria, maintenance of tissue moisture, holds receptors for stimuli response, body heat regulation
